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1. Introduction

The preschool years are a critical period in cognitive and linguistic development as children’s brains are receptive to new sounds,
patterns, and languages. Learners in Japan face challenges in acquiring a second language (L2) as they are immersed in environments
where English is not spoken outside of informal English classes. Japan is predominantly monolingual, with Japanese being the sole
language of communication in most settings. The nation also has few foreigners, as less than 3% of the population is non-Japanese
residents (Statistics Bureau of Japan). This relatively low number limits children’s opportunities to encounter English in their daily
lives, and contributes to the difficulty of fostering natural language exposure.

This makes structured English lessons vital for introducing the language. This report documents and reflects on the methods and
strategies implemented during these lessons, focusing on the use of music, storytelling, and movement to captivate attention, reinforce
language patterns, and provide meaningful exposure to English. A particular emphasis is placed on the role of these techniques in
introducing and reinforcing vocabulary acquisition. Given the limited exposure students have to English, structured approaches such
as the usage of songs, thematic storytelling, movement-based learning, and quality repetition help build and sustain new words and

phrases. Through observation and practice, it has become evident that incorporating visual, auditory, and physical elements supports
students’ memory retention of new words and enhances their enjoyment of learning, This report analyzes these practices and offer

insights into their effectiveness and application.

2. Literature Review

2. 1 Definition of Terms

In this report, English as a Foreign Language (EFL) refers to “the use of English in a context where it has no official status and is
not widely used in the local community, and thus is limited to special contexts like the classroom” (Galloway and Rose, 2015: 253).
This definition is adopted as it suits the use of English in Japanese classrooms.

Similarly, in this context, the term "very young learners" (VYL) refers to children before formal schooling—primary or
elementary school. VYLs are children between the ages of 3 and 6 years old. The kindergarten stages can be divided into three levels:
Kindergarten 1 or Nenshou is between three and four years old; Kindergarten 2 or Nenchu is between four and five years old; and
Kindergarten 3 or Nenchou is between five to six years old. The children in primary or elementary school, aged six to twelve, are called

young learners or YL.

2. 2 Songs, Picture books, Total Physical Response (TPR) Activities, Repetition, and Movement Activities in the VYLs
Language Classroom
Murao, reported that songs, thymes, riddles, chants, craft activities, stories, project work, puppets, and drama activities could
support spontaneous language acquisition and early language learning (Cited in Bland, 2015: 51-69).

2. 2.1 Benefits of Songs

Substantial studies report that sensitivity to rhythm is a fundamental and necessary first step in learning a language (Griffee, 1992:
4). Exposing young learners to songs, chants, and rhymes helps them develop sensitivity to thythm. In particular, songs are highly
significant in children's overall dimensions of language learning. They help children to remember words and patterns and natural
chunks of language (Paul, 2003: 58). Young children are sensitive to the phonological system of new languages. With less
inhibition, they often enjoy copying and manipulating the sounds of new languages (Pinter, 2017: 58-59), making rhythmical
activities ideal for adapting to the language classroom.

2. 2.2 Benefits of Picture Books

Listening to stories is one of children's most authentic and essential language activities. Significant studies in language learning
applaud picture books as tools for additional listening practice (Pinter, 2017: 60). Reading stories can introduce vocabulary, model
fluency, demonstrate expressive reading, develop comprehension and help children make connections to their world (Trelease, 2019:
15). Repetition of language patterns in picture books makes it easy for children to remember vocabulary and language chunks while
enjoying listening to the story.

Similarly, picture books are great stand-alone teaching materials or supplementary to the main textbook. They promote dialogic
activities (Shin and Crandall, 2014: 220-222). Dialogic storytelling allows natural interaction between the teacher and children.
Repetitive storytelling helps children become highly familiar with classroom English expressions, thus boosting participation and
building confidence.

Storytelling advocates encourage kindergarten teachers to adopt books that cover linguistic forms and themes appropriate for the
developmental age of VYLs. For example, “The Very Hungry Caterpillar” (Carle, 2008) and "Brown Bear Brown Bear What Do
You See?" (Martin and Carle, 2007)are highly favored by VY L teachers because the themes, such as colors, animals, days of the week,
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food, and life cycles are suitable for children's vocabulary (Shin and Crandall, 2014: 75).

Also, picture books can connect children to content and integrated language learning (CLIL), develop critical thinking abilities,
and prepare them for higher learning. Depending on the language goals the teacher sets, picture books are highly dynamic. They
provide prompts for role plays, promote dramatizations, foster children's creativity and self-expression and connect children to their
daily activities.

2. 2.3 Benefits of Total Physical Response (TPR)

Kinesthetic activities encourage children to move their bodies and Total Physical Response (TPR) is a commonly used method
because it connects language to movement (Asher, 1977 in Harmer, 2001: 90). It is appropriate for beginner learners and links to real-
life needs. In TPR, learners respond physically to the language they hear, usually a command. TPR proponents believe that

a child’s language learning is based on motor activity, on coordinating language with action, and that this should
form the basis of adult language teaching. Orchestrating language production and comprehension with body
movement and physical action is thought to provide the conditions for success in language learning (Richards,
2001: 23).

According to Krashen and Tracey, (1982), TPR is

a kind of pre-speaking phase, and in responding to the command, students get a lot of comprehensible input,
and in performing physical actions, they seem to justify the claims of Neuro-linguistic programming that certain
people benefit greatly from kinesthetic activity (qtd. in Harmer, 2001: 90).

2. 2.4 Benefits of Repetition

One condition that facilitates vocabulary learning is repetition. Repetition is the number of encounters with each word. For
repetition to be effective, it must be supported by quality attention for vocabulary to be learned. According to Webb and Nation (2017:
61) the greater the number of encounters, the more likely learnings to occur; and the deeper the quality of the encounters, the more

likely learning is to occur. Significant studies in acquiring L1 and L2 revealed that repetition is important in language learning,

2. 2.5 Benefits of Movement Activities in the EFL Classroom
Along with language development, EFL classrooms should encourage children to develop movement skills as part of their
physical, social, emotional, cognitive, and creative development (Pica, 2000: 1-7).

a. Physical Development—Movement activities provide opportunities for children to experience success doing low-
performance physical exercises, refine motor skills development, and expose them to foreign languages (Pica, 200: 2).

b.  Social/Emotional development—Movement activities can help children adjust socially and emotionally when they
experience success in interpersonal relations with other children. Moving activities promote opportunities for sharing and
cooperation, fostering the development of social awareness through peer relations and group activities (Pica, 200: 3).

c.  Cognitive development—Movement activities are linked to brain development, as a child's earliest learning is connected to

motor development (Pica, 200: 4). Substantial studies report that young children acquire knowledge experientially through
play, experimentation, exploration, and discovery.
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d.  Creative development—Movement activities can emphasize creativity growth to enhance children's sense of self-mastery
and promote selftesteem. Creativity is a key part of the child's development and can help children respond to challenges,
become imaginative, and prepare them to become better individuals (Pica, 200: 5-6).

3. Background

3.1 School

The learners attend private kindergartens (yochien) in Japan. These yochien differ from hoikuen (nursery schools) in their
educational focus. Yochien institutions emphasize structured learning and preparing children for primary school, making them an
ideal setting for introducing foundational English language skills. This report includes observations from two private Christian
kindergartens in the Gifu area.

3.2 Learner Demographics

The learners are aged 3 to 6 years old and are in a stage of development where they are pre-literate but highly receptive to
multisensory and experiential learning approaches. They engage most effectively through interactive and hands-on activities that
stimulate their curiosity and imagination. Most of these children have little to no prior exposure to English, and for many, English
lessons are their first structured encounter with the language.

3. 3 Teaching Context
Each age group, (nenshou, nenchu, nenchou) is taught once a week, with the rotation resulting in each group being seen once
every three weeks or later. This limited exposure requires careful planning to ensure lessons are impactful and memorable, as it is

necessary to build on recurring themes to reinforce learning despite infrequent schedule.

4. Classroom Environment

Lessons are primarily taught either in the students’ classroom, or in a larger room dedicated to hosting activities for multiple classes
of students. These lessons are short, typically lasting 20 to 30 minutes, aligning with children’s limited attention spans. The environment
is informal and highly interactive, with a focus on fun and curiosity rather than rigid structures. Visual aids, props, items around the
rooms, and music all play integral roles in creating an engaging and stimulating setting (Nagro et al. 230).

5. The Teachers’ Role

5.1 The Main English Teacher’s Role
The main English teacher’s role is to balance instruction and play, creating an environment where students feel encouraged to
experiment with language without fear of making mistakes or feeling overwhelmed. The use of songs, stories, and games is planned

to match their developmental level, and ensure that activities are not solely educational but also enjoyable.

5.2 The Japanese Teacher’s Role

The Japanese homeroom teacher’s role is to support English lessons by maintaining class discipline and ensure students remain
engaged and attentive by preventing disruptions that might hinder the lesson. They act as a model of a non-native English speaker
using the language and help model the correct way to perform actions, respond to prompts, or engage in the many activities. Their
involvement reinforces instructions, allowing students to feel more comfortable following the cues of a familiar teacher. This dual role
as both a classroom manager and participant enhance the effectiveness of English instruction in kindergarten settings.
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5.3 The Visiting English Teachers Role

Additional English lessons by the visiting teachers are provided for Nenshou students almost at the end of the school year. The
extra lessons further prepare them for regular English classes for the coming year as they will move up to Nenchu. The English lessons
for Nenshous follow a theme from picture books by selecting an interesting topic and organized into two to three lesson designs. ~ For
example, the pop-up book entitled "Color Surprises" (Murphy, 1997) teaches the themes of colors, animals, and shapes. The lessons
are cautiously designed, so that the target vocabulary and language patterns are deliberately used in the various language activities.
Songs are carefully selected and played on CD or accompanied by a musical instrument —such as a guitar— for a great experience.
Similarly, TPR language activities are critically developed for meaningful repetitions of the target language. As children at this age
quickly learn by rote, providing quality repetitions to encounter the target language (Webb and Nation, 2017: 32) is suitable for fostering
language acquisition. In the teaching process, teachers ensure that children experience hands-on activities to deepen learning through
lively action songs, interactive stories, and meaningful classroom interactions in enjoyable ways appropriate for the children's

developmental age.

6. Curriculum Framework

6.1 Mindset Starter

At the start of each class, to connect vocabulary words with meaning and to help reinforce understanding, picture flashcards are
used. These flashcards depict feelings, such as “tired,”“*happy,” “hot,” etc., and are used to introduce emotional vocabulary. The activity
begins with showing each card, modeling the pronunciation, and having students repeat the words. Gestures are incorporated during
this, with students mimicking actions such as smiling widely for “happy” or fanning themselves for “hot.” These physical actions
deepen learners’ understanding,

After introducing the vocabulary, the flashcards are placed on the ground, and students are invited to touch the card representing
how they feel that day. They are then asked to say the word aloud (e.g., “I'm happy”’) and hand the card to the instructor. This encourages
every student to participate, providing an opportunity for them to express themselves in English. The structured yet interactive format
engages the students while also providing a routine, which helps ease them into the lesson and build their confidence.

Following the flashcard activity, a greeting song like ““Hello, Hello” or “Hello” (Super Simple Songs, 2007) is sung. Students sing
along and perform actions like waving for “hello”” or moving their hands while gesturing towards someone in “How are you?”” These
movements are engaging and further pair language with actions, improving their understanding,

The combination of the flashcard activity and greeting songs establishes a consistent start to each lesson, creating a comforting
routine for children and allowing them to quickly participate in the lessons. Students are exposed to simple, functional English phrases
that are naturally repeated over time. The repetition allows students to internalize the phrases and become familiar with basic

conversational patterns.

6. 2 Thematic Songs

Songs are a regular feature of lessons, providing an engaging way to introduce and reinforce vocabulary. Thematic songs are used
toalign with the day’s lesson focus. For example, in lessons centered on body parts, “Head, Shoulders, Knees, and Toes” (Super Simple
Song, 2007) is introduced. Songs like “Open Shut Them” (Super Simple Song, 2007) or “Stand up, Sit down” (Fun Kids English,
2013) are incorporated regularly. These songs include opposite vocabulary such as “faster”” and “slower,” “loud” and “quiet,” and
“stand up’” and “’sit down,” which are also used for classroom management throughout other activities. By repeating these songs across
multiple lessons, students gradually become familiar with this vocabulary allowing for more diversity in activities and smoother
transitions between them.

‘When using a song like “Head, Shoulders, Knees, and Toes,” students begin by mimicking the instructor’s actions as they point
to and touch the corresponding parts of their body. This interactive approach ensures that students are engaged before singing the song,
and allows the instructor an opportunity to check for any mistakes in pronunciation or missing sounds, such as the plural “s” in
“shoulders.” In lessons centered on colors, “The Rainbow Song” (Super Simple Song, 2021) is sung and students are given an item to
raise in the air when the corresponding color is mentioned in the song, allowing for the integration of music with physical interaction,
promoting engagement.

These thematic songs are often adapted or extended. For instance, in “‘Head, Shoulders, Knees and Toes,” the instructor may
include less commonly taught body parts such as “elbows’ or “ankles,” providing not only a new experience but also a way to expand
vocabulary. During animal-themed lessons, songs like “If You’re Happy”’(Super Simple Song, 2007) are modified to include phrases

like “If you’re a lion and you know it, roar out loud!” These adaptations are a unique way to reinforce vocabulary.

6. 3 Storytime with Picture Books

Picture books introduce new vocabulary and grammatical structures in a visually engaging and contextually rich way. In From
Head to Toe (Carle, 1997), students mimic the movement of animals while repeating phrases such as “I can do it!”” The combination
of simple repetitive text with illustrations supports students’ comprehension and encourages participation. During story time, there are
many opportunities to prompt engagement from the students by asking questions (e.g., What is the monkey doing?) or getting them to
mimic actions, deepening their engagement and understanding. Furthermore, by uncovering the animal slowly by manipulating the
pages of the book, students can be prompted with questions such as ““what animal do you see” or ““what color is this.”

In lessons focusing on colors, Brown Bear; Brown Bear; What Do You See? is often used. As with From Head to Toe, the pages
can be manipulated to show only parts of the animal, allowing the opportunity for students to engage and guess what animal they think
it is. Throughout the story, students are asked to find the color matching the one in the book. For example, if there is a red bird, they
must search for red either on themselves or around them. Hidden animal cutouts from the book are also used to create a scavenger hunt
where students search for and name the animals that they find. These extensions of the picture books enhance engagement and
encourage participation.

For lessons incorporating animals or positional language, Where’s Spot? (Hill, 1980) is used. Students are prompted with phrases
like ““Is Spot under the chair?” or ““Is Spot in the box?”” to which they canreply with simple responses such as “Yes” or “No.”” Afterward,
the animals are revealed and students learn to say the names of the different animals, along with some opportunities to count such as
when the three penguins appear. Books like Five Little Monkeys Jumping on the Bed (Christelow, 1989) are also used to introduce
counting in an engaging way. Students count down the remaining monkeys as they act out the monkeys falling off the bed, making the

learning process memorable and enjoyable.

6. 4 Movement Activities

Movement-based activities are incorporated to keep students active and engaged while also reinforcing the lesson themes. In a
lesson focused on body parts, after reading From Head to Toe, an activity is done where students imitate the animal movements and
practice phrases like “I thump my chest” or “I bend my neck.” These connections of language and physical actions help students
remember the phrases. When focusing on shapes, students are asked to make the shapes with their hands individually, then with a
classmate. Some shapes, like a star, cannot be made individually and so the students must work together to make it. Afterward, students
Jump into a shape made on the ground called out by the instructor. Students also look for the shapes within everyday objects around
their class. All of these reinforce vocabulary through engaging physical movements.

Often, games like “Fruit Basket” are implemented and adapted to match the day’s theme. For example, students switch seats
when their assigned animal or color is called. This physical language activity fosters listening skills and reinforces vocabulary in a

dynamic and interactive way.
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6. 5 Repetition Across Lessons
Repetition is a key strategy inreinforcing students’ retention. Vocabulary introduced in one lesson is revisited in following lessons.
In one lesson, if colors, numbers, and animals are introduced, a following lesson will include colors, numbers, and shapes. Given the
teaching schedule where students are seen only once every three weeks or later, this repetition is especially important. Themes are
revisited to reinforce retention with slight variation in activities to maintain interest. If in one class students practice animals through the
use of Brown Bear Brown Bear; What Do You See? and a scavenger hunt, they can be revisited in a subsequent lesson through From
Head to Toe with an animal action race.
Songs and activities are also repeated, with added complexity and variation over time. For example, the pace of the song can be
increased or may include a new set of actions, like described with “If You’re Happy. ”” Similarly, games like “‘Fruit Basket” are repeated
with new categories such as shapes or colors, and can have the rules slightly adjusted to feel fresh for the students while still reinforcing

previous learning,

7. Observations and Recommendations

One notable observation comes from a three-year-old class where students have shown significant improvement in their ability
to say greetings and express themselves during the start of the lesson. While initially students were hesitant to respond or relied solely
on hand gestures to mimic the instructor, these students through consistent repetition of the greeting activities, including picture
flashcards depicting emotions, verbal modeling, and the use of songs are now very vocal and confident to speak out during the greeting
section of the lesson.

The general classrooms observations suggest that students are able to quickly associate gestures with English words they have
learned. For instance, even without a verbal prompt, if the instructor hugs themselves, students will respond with the word “cold.” This
suggests that young learners may be highly responsive to non-verbal cues and that gestures help solidify the connection between actions
and spoken language. The repetitive nature of the lessons, as well as the predictable format may have contributed to students’ comfort
and willingness to participate and use the language meaningfully outside the class.

In the early stages, students showed little interest in using English greetings outside of the informal English lessons. However,
over time, it became apparent that students were not only retaining the greeting language phrases and physical expressions learned in
class but also spontaneously initiating greetings such as “hello” or “T"'m happy” during non-English time of the school day. This desire
to express themselves in English through greetings and words they learned in class, often accompanied by gestures, demonstrates that
the students are not simply memorizing phrases, but are applying them in socially meaningful ways. This spontaneous application is
often a strong indicator that the learning has been internalized. Inaddition, students regularly used gestures such as stretching their arms
wide or bringing their hands close together to express “big”” and “small”, words they heard repeatedly through the song “Open, Shut
Them”. Students also often utilized gestures, such as rubbing their stomach when they are hungry, indicating that perhaps these gestures,
along with repeated interactions, may have supported their comprehension and retention. As this improvement was not observed to
the same extent across all classes, this leads to questions about what other factors may have contributed to this particular group’s
progress.

While further research is required, the observations of this report highlight and provide anecdotal evidence that movement,
repetition, and physical engagement contribute significantly to young learners’ ability to internalize and recall new vocabulary. The
contributors recommend further investigation to validate the findings of this report’s observations, using empirical methods to confirm
or challenge the preliminary insights.
